Over his years in 
business, Gene has given many technical students the opportunity to work at his companies, and years 
later some are still working for the business. 

Eugene W. Hieber Scholarship Fund will be awarded to worthy high school senior attending 
Bucks County Technical High School. One $1,500 scholarship will be awarded to an applicant 
pursuing further education at trade school or college in a technical field and excelling in “service 
above self”.
